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General Directions
1. Press the Podium On/Off switch to ON.
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Select your source
1. Select the source you will be sending to the class on A/V Select
- DVD/VCR
- External A/V Jack
-MAC
- AuxCPU DL aptop Computer

To view a video or computer source on the front screen
1. Aim the remote directly at the front of the ceiling mounted LCD projector. Get closer if necessary.
2. Press the Red Power button on the remote. Wait a few seconds for an image to appear.
3. Choose your Source by pressing the following buttons on the remote.
- Press Comp1l to view any computer image
- Press Video to see any video image
4. Press the Red Power button twice to shut off the projector when you have finished. The projector’s
power light will flash amber (yellow) as it cools down. Eventually, you will see a solid amber light
indicating the projector has totally shut off.

The LCD projector, and A/V Select box must both be set to the proper inputs or you may
inadvertently play out audio from one source and video from another. Here is a chart to
help you set your inputs properly:

A/V Select Projector Remote
- DVD/VCR - Video

- Ext. A/V Jack - Video

- Mac -Compl

- AuxCPU -Compl

To select the internal computer as your source

1. Press the POWER button on the right rear of the computer (if necessary, to turn it on).
2. Press the MAC button on A/V Select.

3. Press Comp 1 on the projector remote.

To select an external computer as your source

1. Attach the external computer’s VGA monitor cable to the AuXCPU jack. (If desired, you may attach a
speaker cable and Ethernet cable to the same plate.)

2. Turn the external computer on.

3. Press the AUXCPU button on A/V Select.

4. Press Comp 1 on the projector remote.

To play an audio compact disc (via the computer)

Insert the compact disc into the DVD/CD-Rom slot on the CPU.

The iTunes application should open automatically.

If it does not, open iTunes in the Applications folder.

Use the on-screen controller to Play, Pause, Stop, and Eject the compact disc.
To manually eject the CD, press the eject button on the far right of the keyboard.
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To play a DVD (viathe computer)

Insert the DVD into the DVD/CD-Rom slot on the CPU.

The DVD Player application should open automatically

If it does not, open the DV D Player in the Applications folder

Use the menu or the on-screen controller to control the DVD.

To manually eject the DVD, press the eject button on the far right of the keyboard.
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To shut the computer down
1. Pull down the Apple Menu.
2. Select Shutdown.

To play a videotape or DVD (on the DVD/VCR)

Press the button, for DVD/VCR, in on the A/V Select switch box.

Press Video on the projector remote.

Press the Eject button on the DVD/VCR to open/close the DVD tray.

Press the DVD or Video Select button to alternate between the controls for DVD or videotape.
Insert a videotape or DVD into the appropriate slots on the DVD/VCR player.

(N.B. — A videotape will begin to play automatically, unless you press Stop.)

Press the Play button to play a video or DVD.

To see the DVD main menu, press the M enu button on the remote.

To select a specific DVD title/chapter, press the ! " and# $ buttons on the remote to select the
title/chapter. Press Enter to play your selection.

9. Adjust the podium volume to the desired level.
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Turn off the projector (to extend the bulb and projector life)

1. Aim the remote directly at the front of the ceiling mounted LCD projector. Get closer if necessary.

2. Press the Red Power button twice to shut off the projector when you have finished. The projector’s
power light will flash amber (yellow) as it cools down. Eventually, you will see a solid amber light
indicating the projector has totally shut off.

Final Shutdown
1. Turn off the projector and place all remotes and the mouse inside the keyboard tray.
2. Eject all videos, compact discs, DVDs, etc.
3. Turn the Podium On/Off switch to OFF.
(N.B. - This should turn everything off. There is no need to turn off the individual components)
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
